Simplicity meets the complex in the understated
and groundbreaking designs in the Napa and
Sonoma Valley. Guided by virtuosos of the craft Dave
and Lucas Dexter, we will visit the gardens of Ron
Lutsko, Claudia Schmidt, Surface Design, Ground
Studio, Andrea Cochrane, Mike Lucas and Blasen
Landscape Architects.

And of course, ‘when in California’, we can’t miss out
on the cultural sites and gardens that have become
harbingers of change; Lotusland, Eames House,
The Getty, The Norton Simon and others.

Walking is a key component of
this tour, so a reasonable level
of fitness is required e.g. able to
walk 5km+ on uneven terrain.
